A Note from Parish Health

Did you know that Glaucoma is the leading causieliofl-
ness in the United States? According to the GlanzcBe-
search Foundation, over three million Americansehav
Glaucoma but only half of those know they haveettduse
there are no noticeable signs or symptoms excepiugt
vision loss. What's more is that Glaucoma is ndisease
that is limited to the elderly; the condition cgypaar in
children and young adults. African-Americans ovge 40
are also at high risk for developing Glaucoma.

Glaucoma is a caused by a build up of natural Slindthe eye when the fluids are im-
peded from draining properly. The fluid build ugieases eye pressure, called in-
traocular pressure. Over time, increased intraoquissure damages the optic nerve,
the nerve that carries visual information to thaifor

Glaucoma is often referred to as a “silent thieight” because the disease is usually
not detected until it is at an advanced stage.KBlyeo prevent vision loss is early di-
agnosis and condition management through frequeutiine eye examinations. Once
detected, an ophthalmologist will monitor the caiodi closely with a series of tests
performed regularly to assess optic nerve damaggression. While Glaucoma can-
not be prevented or cured, most people can beettesaiccessfully with oral medica-
tions and/or eye drops. Some patients may requigesy.

The Mayo clinic suggests routine eye exams eveoyy®ars between the ages of 18
to 60 and every year after age 60. African-Amerscshould have Glaucoma screen-
ings every three to five years from age 20 to 29 ewery two to four years from age
